RE: Qualified School Construction Bond “QSCB” Allocation
Dear Ms. Rew:

This letter is to apply for a $1,500,000 allocation of Qualified School Construction Bonds.  The School District of Greenfield appreciates the federal legislation and the support of the Wisconsin Department of Public Instruction in making this interest free (or low interest) bond program available.  The District seeks any part of the $1,500,000 request that is available to our District.  

· The District proposes to finance the following eligible projects listed by building and amount:

· New Construction: Administration and Board of Education Offices
· Amount $1,500,000


The District is building a new Administration/Board of Education office at the new high school site. The District funded a portion of the construction out of the Fund 10 operating budget in fiscal 2008-09. For 2009-10, the District has an approved State Trust Fund loan to fund the remaining project. We intend to draw on this fund in late August 2009.
· The District’s project plan will meet the following objectives:

Green and Healthy Schools: 

· Erosion and sedimentation control during construction.
· Construct on a previously developed site.
· Retention ponds for storm water quality and quantity control.
· Bike racks for 5% of occupants.
· Size parking capacity to meet, but not exceed the local zoning requirements.
· Construction waste recycling.
· Exterior waste enclosure sized to accommodate recycling containers.
· Sensors in all regularly occupied rooms to control light fixtures, heating, ventilation, and air conditioning. Sensors automatically dim lights depending on the amount of daylight coming into the space. Sensors also automatically set mechanical equipment into sleep mode when the room has no occupants. 
· High efficiency boilers.

· Building automation and energy control system.

· Variable speed HVAC pumping.

· Variable speed HVAC fans.

· Heat recovery units that reclaim energy from exhaust air.

· Efficient direct / indirect pendant light fixtures that produce more comfortable light levels than standard light fixtures.

· Low flow sensors on all plumbing fixtures.

· 96% high efficiency water heaters.

· High performance glass that allows daylight in and reduces glare.

· Carpet made with 36.7% recycled materials.

· Low VOC paint used.

· The District has the Borrowing Authority via:

· The State Trust Fund with petition period authorization process.
· The resolution authorizing the State Trust Fund loan was approved January 26, 2009.

· The Affidavit of Publication was printed in the Greenfield NOW on February 5, 2009.

· The application and Certificate of No Petition was approved by the Board of Education on March 23, 2009.

· Approval of the loan was received from the Board of Commissioners of Public Lands on April 21, 2009.
· Estimated Construction start date May 2009.

· The District is confident that these projects will adhere to the “Prevailing Wage” requirements of the Davis-Bacon Act.  Every step will be taken with our construction manager and project staff to ensure all reporting requirements is met.

The District’s project is “shovel ready” and will fulfill the intended goal of the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act “ARRA” Stimulus Bill by creating or maintaining jobs on and near the construction worksite. We also feel that our project meets the longer-term goal of “reinvesting” in our local community by improving the public infrastructure that serves our citizens in an energy-efficient and sustainable manner.
Discussions of program details are currently underway at committee and school board level and we are working closely with our financial advisor and bond counsel.  We believe we have met the requirements for participation in the Qualified School Construction Bond program and your review of our request for an allocation is appreciated.
