Superintendent Keith Marty introduced Scott Park, teacher leader of the Project Lead the Way program.  Mr. Park introduced his student teacher, Josh Greene, and his students in the program who were present. Curriculum and Learning:  Anne Weiland reported this committee met on May 15.  Discussions included MAP testing and subsequent literacy benchmarks to measure growth of all students, a G/T program review, including discussion of the task force focus group which will meet on May 19.  The committee heard a technology report on the updated 3-year technology plan.  This committee will next meet on June 5 – 8:00 a.m.

INFORMATION ITEMS
Mary Schoonover, Director of Media and Technology, gave a review of the updated technology plan.  Twenty-six staff participated in the update.  A Technology and Learning Academy in collaboration with  the Hamilton School District will take place this June for staff.  Craig Amundson, High School Science Teacher gave a demonstration of the Smart Board technology used in classrooms throughout the district.  Currently there are 43 Smart Boards used in the district.
Faith VanderHorst, Policy Committee Chair, gave a first read of the new Policy 447.1, Use of Seclusion and Physical Restraint.  Marlene Gross-Ackeret, Director of Pupil Services spoke to the details of the new policy.  The policy will come forth for a second read and approval on June 8.
Superintendent Keith Marty and Jeff Gross, Director of Business Services, gave an update on the 2009-2010 budget, indicating we must wait and see what the impact will be of Governor Doyle’s announcement regarding the State Budget.  Emails to State Legislature Joint Finance Committee urged asking for support of education.  More information will be on the District Website.
