RE:  Qualified School Construction Bond “QSCB” Allocation

Dear Ms. Rew,

This letter is written to apply for a $9,965,000 allocation of Qualified School Construction Bonds.  The Reedsville School District appreciates the federal legislation and the support of the Wisconsin Department of Public Instruction in making this interest free (or low interest) bond program available.  The District seeks any part of the $9,965,000 request that is available to our District.

The District proposes to finance the rehabilitation of, and the construction of a new addition to, our high school, which was built in 1957 and 1962.  This project touches the entire high school and will transform it into a new facility that is sustainable and improves the health and well-being of the students and staff who occupy it.
The District’s project plan will meet the following objectives:

· Replacement of the heating, ventilation and cooling systems, exterior windows and doors, lighting, plumbing, and roofs to improve the energy efficiency and air quality of the entire building.

· Major renovations to existing science, agricultural, and FACE (Family nd Consumer Education) areas to meet today’s educational and safety standards.

· Major renovations and additions to the industrial/technology education areas and labs, replacing outdated equipment, and creating a ‘Project Lab, for cross-curriculum cooperative endeavors.

· Upgrades to meet the needs of our district’s special education students.

· Upgrades to existing bathrooms to meet current ADA requirements.

· Upgrades to other curriculum areas such as business, library media, and music.
· Addition of an all-school lecture/computer lab classroom.

· Renovation of guidance department with a career center.

· Upgrades to physical education department with new gymnasium equipment, more storage, and renovated locker rooms.
· Install security systems in both buildings to insure a safe learning environment.

The District has the Borrowing Authority via approval of a referendum on April 7, 2009.

The District expects construction to begin in late August or early September of 2009.

It has been made clear from the onset that this project will adhere to the “Prevailing Wage” requirements of the Davis-Bacon Act, and that all reporting requirements will be met.  
The District’s project is “shovel ready” and will fulfill the intended goal of the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) Stimulus Bill by creating or maintaining jobs on and near the construction worksite.  We also feel that our project meets the longer-term goal of “reinvesting” in our local community by improving the public infrastructure that serves our citizens in an energy-efficient and sustainable manner.

Discussions of program details are currently underway at the construction manager, architect, staff, and committee levels.  We are working closely with our financial advisor and bond counsel.  We are confident we have met the requirements for participation in the Qualified School Construction Bond program.  Your review of our request for an allocation is greatly appreciated.
