RE: Qualified School Construction Bond “QSCB” Allocation
Dear Ms. Rew:

This letter is to apply for a $2,000,000 allocation of Qualified School Construction Bonds.  The School District of Albany appreciates the federal legislation and the support of the Wisconsin Department of Public Instruction in making this interest free (or low interest) bond program available.  The District seeks any part of the $2,000,000 request that is available to our District.  

· The District proposes to finance the following eligible projects listed by building and amount):

· New Construction: 
· Repair and/or Rehabilitation: Through the referendum on April 6th, we have been authorized to replace and refurbish most of the roof system of the schools (all one building).  This system will also include increased insulation for all sections.  Replacing the current steam heat system with a new high efficiency hot water system throughout the building.  We will also be removing flooring that has an asbestos adhesive and remodeling one of the main entry ways to include double doors and high efficiency glass.  
· Building: Elementary, Offices, Both Gyms, Cafeteria, and other areas.
· Amount $2,000,000
· Acquisition of equipment to be used in our public school facilities: 

· Land Acquisition: 

· The District’s project plan will meet the following objectives:

Science, Technology, Engineering and Math: 
Early Childhood, 4-year-old Kindergarten: Currently our EC and 4-K programs are in a section of the building where the roof system is the poorest.  The new roof system over this area will greatly improve the learning environment through more consistent temperatures and prevent possible health issues that could arise from moisture or mold.
Green and Healthy Schools: All of the approved projects will either significantly increase the energy efficiency of the building or protect the health and safety of both students and staff.  The new roof, entryway and heat systems will likely increase our energy efficiency between 20-40%.  
Safe and Healthful Schools: The flooring replacement will eliminate any future health concerns related to asbestos.  The roof replacement will also prevent health risks that might arise from leaks 

that cause the build of moisture in the roof substructure or ceiling.  This increase in moisture could then lead to health problems related to mold.  At an extreme level, continued moisture penetration into the roof substructure could cause structural damage could eventually cause structural collapse.
· The District has (or is seeking) the Borrowing Authority via:
· __X__ Approved Referendum on April 6, 2009
· Estimated Construction start date July 1, 2009
· The District is confident that these projects will adhere to the “Prevailing Wage” requirements of the Davis-Bacon Act.  Every step will be taken with our construction manager and project staff to ensure all reporting requirements is met.
The District’s project is “shovel ready” and will fulfill the intended goal of the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act “ARRA” Stimulus Bill by creating or maintaining jobs on and near the construction worksite. We also feel that our project meets the longer-term goal of “reinvesting” in our local community by improving the public infrastructure that serves our citizens in an energy-efficient and sustainable manner.
Discussions of program details are currently underway at committee and school board level and we are working closely with our financial advisor and bond counsel.  We believe we have met the requirements for participation in the Qualified School Construction Bond program and your review of our request for an allocation is appreciated.
