This letter is to apply for a $20,000,000 allocation of Qualified School Construction Bonds.  The Waunakee Community School District appreciates the federal legislation and the support of the Wisconsin Department of Public Instruction in making this interest free (or low interest) bond program available.  The District seeks any part of the $20,000,000 request that is available to our District.  

· The District proposes to finance the following eligible projects listed by building and amount:

· New Construction: 
· Elementary School 
· Amount $18,000,000
· Repair and/or Rehabilitation: 
· Waunakee Intermediate School, Heritage Elementary School, Prairie Elementary School, and Arboretum Elementary School
· Amount $2,000,000
· The District’s project plan will meet the following objectives:

Science, Technology, Engineering and Math: A new elementary school and existing elementary school repair and/or rehabilitation will provide an opportunity to advance instructional technology per the district technology plan. 

Early Childhood, 4-year-old Kindergarten: A new elementary school and existing elementary school repair and/or rehabilitation will provide an opportunity to provide classroom space to accommodate Early Childhood programs and the district at-risk 4-year old Kindergarten program.  

Green and Healthy Schools: A new elementary school and existing elementary school repair and/or rehabilitation will provide an opportunity to advance energy efficiency efforts by funding a computerized HVAC controls system, lighting upgrades, and green building practices. 
Safe and Healthful Schools: A new elementary school and existing elementary school repair and/or rehabilitation will provide an opportunity to advance school safety efforts by funding a computerized badge system upgrade, building entrance security, and security camera system upgrades.
· The District is seeking the Borrowing Authority via:
Planned Referendum during November 2009 or February 2010
· Estimated Construction start date : Summer 2010
· The District is confident that these projects will adhere to the “Prevailing Wage” requirements of the Davis-Bacon Act.  Every step will be taken with our construction manager and project staff to ensure all reporting requirements are met.
The District’s project will fulfill the intended goal of the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act “ARRA” Stimulus Bill by creating or maintaining jobs on and near the construction worksite. We also feel that our project meets the longer-term goal of “reinvesting” in our local community by improving the public infrastructure that serves our citizens in an energy-efficient and sustainable manner.
Discussions of program details are currently underway at the School Board level and we are working closely with our financial advisor and bond counsel.  We believe we have met the requirements for participation in the Qualified School Construction Bond program and your review of our request for an allocation is appreciated.
